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PAINTBALL (Restructured for 2023)
e The Paintball field is being relocated for the 2023 season.
e The new setup will be designed for more guests to have more playtime.
« The new price is $5 per game. Payment is made at the field (cash only).
o Guests do not need to sign up in advance; simply show up at the new field.
o Safety training is still mandatory to play Paintball. This will be at the beginning of the week.

e Players will stay “in” for the whole game but will have “time-out stations” which will allow for
continued play within the same game.

o Guests play on a first-come-first-play basis.
